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The first sighting of the Alpenshark  happened in 2006 in the Austrian Alps. On clear days they can be seen camouflaged amongst the mountains. If the weather is very clear a whole bunch of Alpenshark becomes visible. On days when there is fog in 

the valley, they are circling totally unperturbed. Still nothing is known about the 

habits of the Alpenshark. How could they be undetected for so long?

The first to catch sight of these creatures  was  Humphrey and Norbert Muerrle, the German jewelry designer, who has been known for his innovative vision and clean lines in the precious jewelry design. For many years the most successful designs were his ideas.

Alpensharks world premier was at the Inhorgenta in Munich 2007. The diversity of the species is stunning. Some look like reptiles, gemstones, others look like pearls and some look like diamonds. Attention: Beware once tamed, Alpensharks are very tender and lovable. Tactile by nature they love to rest on fingers cuddle upon necks and nestle into ears. Once bitten by this shark, you remain bitten for life.
